United Nations (HSMUN) 2011 Conference! Over the past nine years, our conference has vastly 

expanded and this year’s HSMUN promises to be the biggest and best yet!

We hope that by 

giving students the opportunity to immerse themselves in multi-lateral communications and deci-

sion-making, they will learn about current global issues, the structure and function of the United 

Nations, the triumphs and challenges of international relations, and the relevance of globaliza-

tion. We also hope that HSMUN will allow students to gain confidence in their public speaking 

abilities, and hone their critical thinking skills.  

 HSMUN 2011 will take place from Thursday February 24 to Saturday February 26, 2011 

on the U of A main campus. The conference will commence with opening ceremonies on 

Thursday night and wrap up on Saturday afternoon with closing plenary. There will also be a 

banquet and dance for all conference attendees held at the Fantasyland Hotel on Friday even-

ing. The conference fees are $65 (or $60 for the early bird rate), and cover the cost of the 

conference and banquet, as well as a pizza lunch on Saturday. New this year, students will 

have the opportunity to purchase HSMUN t-shirts for $15.

As well, follow the HSMUN blog, which contains impor-

tant information for delegates. Emails and our website will be the main form of communication, 

in the interest of sustainability and making the transition to a “green” conference.

The ninth annual University of Alberta High School Model 

United Nations Conference is an opportunity for high school 

students to assume the role of delegates in simulated high-

level meetings of United Nations committees including the 

Security Council, the World Health Organization, and the 

General Assembly. Students research their country’s 

foreign policy position ahead of time, and then work in 

mock multilateral committees of approximately 60 

delegates to draft, deliberate, and vote upon United Nations 

resolutions seeking solutions to global problems. This year’s committees 

and topics are attached.

The conference will be held on the main Edmonton 

campus of the University of Alberta. Registration and 

Opening Ceremonies will take place in the brand new 

Centennial Centre for Interdisciplinary Science (CCIS) in the 

north-west section of the campus. Committee sessions will be 

held in the Natural Resources Engineering Facility (NREF). The 

Friday evening banquet will be held at the Fantasyland Hotel in 

West Edmonton Mall.

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Committees and Topics 

As always, HSMUN aims to provide a variety of committees and expose delegates to topical 

current issues around the world. During the conference committees will spend the majority of 

their time reaching agreement on the prescribed topics listed below. However delegates should 

keep in mind that should a pressing international crisis arise in any committee all debate on 

their current topic will be suspended until the crisis is 

resolved. 

United Nations Security Council 

The Security Council is the most powerful body of the 

United Nations, as it alone has the power to make 

resolutions binding upon member states. It is also one 

of the most diplomatically challenging committees, as 

each of the permanent five members has the right to 

veto draft resolutions. Therefore delegations with seats 

on the Council will be asked to send two members 

who are well-prepared to meet the high-paced 

demands of governing on an international scale. 

At this year’s conference, delegates will discuss the issue of Cross-Border Terrorism. They will 

also have the opportunity to resolve a crisis situation which will develop as the conference 

nears.  

United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) 

The United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime is 

concerned with combating international crime and helping 

individual nations in their fight against drugs. Although not 

a UN committee, the UNODC plays an integral role in 

reducing international crime and terrorism and is extremely 

relevant in this globalized age. 

This session, the UNODC will discuss the question of 

human trafficking, specifically in relation to the trafficking of 

narcotics. This committee will also raise the question of 

how to deal with and eradicate illicit drug crops.

The WHO is tasked with the maintenance of international 

public health. It makes recommendations for measures and 

policies to improve health outcomes for people around the 

world. 

This year, WHO will be addressing the question of access to 

healthcare during and after natural disasters, as well as the 

complex issue of the appropriate use of conventional and 

traditional medicines.  

General Assembly II – Economic and Financial Affairs  

ECOFIN is the second body of the General assembly, 

and is mandated to deal with issues pertaining to eco-

nomic growth and development. It also deals with sus-

tainable development and globalization.  

This year’s committee will seek to address the question 

of sustainable technological development and the 

question of globalization of the cultural industry.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Press Corps 

Participants in the press corps will be assigned particular committees to follow and be 

responsible for reporting to the Daily Delegate newspaper and International News Net video 

briefings at the end of each session of debate. The Press Corps at HSMUN plays an important 

role in ensuring debates in committees stay on topic, are productive and efficient, and that 

specific delegations follow their foreign policies. Positions in the Press Corps are limited so 

schools are asked to send no more than 3 press delegates (unless space permits)

The United Nations Children's Emergency Fund (UNICEF) acts as 

an advocate for the rights of children around the world. This 

committee operates with the goal of eradicating violence and 

discrimination against children as well as decreasing child 

poverty and disease.  

Delegates in UNICEF will discuss solutions to the problem of 

preventing and controlling child malnutrition, and will deal with 

the question of coordinating international efforts to fight child  

pornography on the internet. 

 

 

 

General Assembly I - Disarmament and Security (GA I – DISEC) 

The first committee of the United Nations General Assembly, 

DISEC, has a mandate to discuss those issues pertaining to 

international peace and security which are not under 

deliberation by the Security Council. This committee is often 

called upon to make resolutions to secure peace into the 

future. 

At the 2011 HSMUN Conference delegates will be asked to 

grapple with the ambiguities of international law. Delegates will 

be faced with the question of militarization of borders. They will 

also have the task of creating a framework for nations that disobey disarmament agreements.
