Executive Council Meeting

Draft Minutes 18 May, 2004

President Nyland called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm asking for additions to and approval of the agenda.  The topic of future high-speed transit was added to matters arising.

Minutes of the meeting of 20 April 2004 were moved for acceptance.  Two spelling errors were amended and the amended minutes accepted.  CD

Treasurers Report was presented by Edo Nyland on behalf of Guy Woo.  The snap shot of the present status of our accounts was received by the executive.  The president raised the topic of assistance for the Treasurer.  He sees the task as quite time demanding.  Perhaps a bookkeeper could relieve some of the essential but routine activities, while Guy would focus on grant requests and other less routine responsibilities.

Business Arising from the Minutes

Windsor Park Land use committee will prepare comments on the latest Voco Development summary of pre-notification and community meetings.  These will be sent to the City Planning Department before the end of May.  Moved by John Collier and John Wilson CD

There is no certainty of when this item will appear on the City Council agenda.  Perhaps before August.  We will want to encourage residents to attend that council meeting.

Tracey Mason, of Lister Hall management observed that they were in favour of sustaining services for the benefit or campus residences.  She noted that they have no trouble renting to commercial interests in the ground floor of Newton Place.

Conference Services will be responsible for providing the athletes’ village for the World Masters Games.  

Windsor Park School Landscape Project

The community league has offered $35,000, subject to approval of Alberta Gaming Commission.  We await their decision.

New Business

Tracey Mason reported that they have added 418 beds to their system of student accommodation.  The new gymnasium has hosted a 700 member dodge ball league of residents.  Presently the vacancies are not filling as quickly as the management would like.

The cross walk on 87th avenue East of Lister Hall and West of the Jubilee Auditorium will be removed by the City in July or August.

Our league supports the use of traffic lights to control pedestrian crossing along 87th avenue.

President Reported on the Wheels in Motion project he is heading for Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues for a soap box derby in early September.  EFCL has suggested that each community league consider sponsoring one youth to build a car and race it in the derby.  Should finances be a barrier, the WPCL could entertain a request for financial assistance from the local racing team.  Drivers to be between 8-15 years of age.

Sheri Samuels announced that the position of Building Rental Manager is open.  She would like to be relieved from this responsibility.

Community Picnic

Normally in the spring about June, a community picnic is scheduled.  We need a volunteer to assume the role of Social Committee Chairperson to coordinate this function, Halloween, Christmas, and Easter activities sponsored in part, by WPCL.

Confirmed renewal of license agreement between the City, Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues, and Windsor Park Community League.

Lawrence Decore Lookout development is progressing with construction of some view points and seating foundations along Saskatchewan Drive between 99 Street and Emily Murphy Park.

Edmonton has been awarded the 2005 World Masters Games.  This will mean some road events like distance running routes during that time.

John Collier moved and Elane Solez second  a motion to move Diane’s scheduled time on the agenda earlier in the agenda.  CD.

University Student Involvement in Windsor Park Events.  Tracy Mason explained that her role within Lister Hall complex is as Assistant Director of Residence Life.  Her staff includes residence coordinators each of which has ten or eleven student leaders, ie at least one on each floor of the building they are coordinator of.

Ms Mason expressed support to have university student involvement in our traditional events including the Halloween, Christmas, and Easter social activities held for the younger members of our community.
